RULES AND REGULATIONS OF BRIGHT FUTURE INSTITUTE

1. Every Student will have to uphold all the rules and regulations of the Institute.

2. Should the Institute choose to introduce a particular uniform; students will be required to conform. Every student will be required to wear Islamic dress according to Sunnah.

3. Un-Islamic clothing and clothing that is not appropriate for the students of this Islamic institute will not be permissible e.g., pants, shirts and clothing with any kind of print.

4. Students must wear Kurta or Kafnie 5 cm below the knee and izars must be 5 cm above the ankle.

5. Clothing not claimed will be given to charity.

6. Kurtas with shirt type collars, cuffs  and round cut at the bottom right left corner will not be allowed.

7. Regular attendance in the class is necessary for success in any learning process. Un-authorized absence from class will be dealt with very seriously. If the student needs to take leave from the class due to sickness or any other extreme necessity, he will have o submit a written request by himself to the appointed responsible person.
8. Leave to go home on weekend or any other days will not be granted without a formal request from the student himself
9. The Institute will not be held responsible if the student leaves the premises without permission or goes to any place other than for which permission has been granted. 

10. Students failing to arrive on time after permission is granted, and students arriving late after holidays and students going home without leave will be subject to the decision of the appointed responsible person, who will decide according to the case of the individual.

11. All students are expected to keep all the rooms and buildings clean and tidy which they use. Students causing damage to Institute property, or property belonging to any other individual, will have to pay for the damage caused. If the student causing the damage cannot be identified, all the students in the residence will share the cost. 
12. All elders must be respected particularly the teachers, administrators, all the students, and all those linked to the Institute. Smoking, consuming unlawful products, un-Islamic hairstyles, shaving or trimming of beards are all strictly forbidden. Fighting or arguing with fellow students or members of staff, using abusive language will not be tolerated. 

13. Students will not be permitted to keep any  type of weapons or any other harmful objects etc.

14. The Institute has a zero tolerance against extremism and shall report any student to the appropriate authorities.

15. All complaints should be referred to the appointed responsible person. No parents/guardians or child is allowed to take the law in their own hands. No parent has the right to confront any teacher directly. 

16. Student failing to meet the educational standards of the Institute will be subject to the Shura’s decision. 

17. Parents/guardians will be expected to attend the Institute when their presence is required. 

18. Students in the habit of wandering aimlessly outside the school compound, socializing with outsiders and unnecessarily entertaining guests will be expelled, if there is no improvement after warning. 

19. Any item not allowed in the Institute will be confiscated and duly disposed e.g., tape players, cassettes, mobile phones, newspapers, magazines, etc.

20. Registration fee is non-refundable. However security fee is refundable if student leave school without breach of any discipline. 12 postdated cheques should be submitted with the admission form, dated from the first of each month.
21. Visitors must inform the office prior to their visit. No visitors are allowed in students rooms without permission. No visitors, except parents are permitted in the rooms after 8:00 pm. No visitors may stay overnight.

22. Parents/Guardians are not permitted to meet other students other than their own children.
23. The Institute may add, delete, and alter any rule without notice.

24. The Institute will not be held responsible for any injuries, etc. caused by any incidence or received from anyone in or out of the premises of the Institute during the students enrollment. The Institute will not be held responsible for any claims regarding any injuries.
25. A student will be expelled if he does not abide by the rules of the Institute or his expulsion would be decided by the shur in case of any major problem.

26. Students will be kept on probation for three months before final enrollment.

27. The Institute reserves the right to expel any student when it deems necessary. Anyone expelled will have no legal remedy against the Institute.

28. Registration and first month fees are non refundable even the student stay with us for only one day

29. Failure to comply with the residence rules and regulations in the following consequences:

· Any damage payback amount will be calculated by doubling the total repair cost.

· A minor breach of these rules and regulations will result in the student expulsion from the residence

· A major breach of these rules and regulations will result in the student expulsion from the Institute, forfeit of all credits, tuition, security and residence fees and legal action if necessary.
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
